shoes.

- Lite shod classes must have % - % shoe size.

-Exhibitors under 18 years MUST have a parent or
responsible party sign for them (DOB as of Jan. 1, 2011)
-Boots with defined heels are required for all riding classes.
-Class ages are as of January 1, 2011

-You MUST be 16 years of age to handle a stallion.
-Palming the barrel is a disqualification

-Speed horses MUST enter and exit the ring under control
