*Gaited Horses - No pads, open frog, legal plantation shoes, 
bands-heavy shod only, lite shod ¾ x 1/2. 

 Suitable attire required in all classes  
 Hats required in all classes except speed classes 

 Helmet required on ALL Jr & Youth ages 15 and 
under in all speed classes  

 Hitting a horse in front of the saddle is a 
disqualification 

 Boots with defined heels are required for all riding 
 Exhibitors under 18 years must have a parent or 

responsible party sign for them (DOB as of Jan. 1, 
2014)  

 Palming a barrel or pole is a disqualification 
 Speed riders must enter and exit ring with horse 

under control.  
 NO RUNNING is allowed entering or exiting the ring
