die as a result of my negligence, the negligence of others, or through no fault of myself or anyone else, 
because of the nature of the activity in which I am going to be engaged. I also understand that horses, even 
the most well trained, are often unpredictable and are often difficult to control. 

With this waiver I accept notice of the provisions of the Missouri Equine Activity Statute which state, in part, 
an equine professional is not ftable for an injury to or the death of a participant fn equine acthrifies resuKing 
from the inherent risks of equine activities pursuant to the Revised Statutes of Missouri (537.325). The 
waiver shall remain valid unless expressly revoked by the participant or parent or guardian of a minor, in 
writing, with receipt acknowledged by a representative of GWHA, Inc. Furthemiore, with this wavier, I 
expressly assume the risk of injury or death due to negligence by their agents, goveming board and 
ofllcers,. menibers, specters and judges for my own safety or the safety of my minor child. 

With the knowledge of the foregoing, and as an inducement for the GWHA, Inc. to allow me to ride 
or partidpate in shows on any property that GWHA, Inc. uses to host any such show, I hereby 
agree to waive or release any and all rights that I or my heirs may have to make a claim 
against Friends of Sound Horses, Inc. (FOSH), GWHA, Inc., Missouri Horse Shows 
Assocfah'on (MHSA), Pony Express Horse Show Circuit (PEHSC), The Carriage & Driving 
Society of Greater Kansas City (CDSGKC), Kansas City Dressage Society (KCDS), and 
Longview Horse Park, their officers and participants, arising from any damages, injury, or 
death which I might sustain or which might occur to any horses. I further agree to 
indemnify and hold harmless ail of the foregoing from any claims which I might make or 
wnich might be made on my behalf by a^ers or which might be made against me by 
others, arising from riding on any property which FOSH, GWHA, Inc., MHSA, PEHSC, 
CDSGKC, or KCDS may use. Furthermore, I agree to indemnify FOSH, GWHA, Inc., MHSA, 
PEHSC, CDSGKC, KCDS, and Longview Horse Park, their governing board, or participants, 
from any injury, death, loss, or damage to any personal property which might occur during 
an equine ac&vify as defined the Revised Stetutes of Missouri (^7.^2^y, as amernied, or 
social functions sponsored by GWHA, Inc. or held in our t^ehalf or for our benefit, when 
such injury, death, loss or damage occurs. 

BY SIGNING THIS WAVIER AND RELEASE, I UNDERSTAND THAT I AM GIVING UP, 
(WAIVING AND RELEASING) ANY RIGHT I MIGHT HAVE TO SUE OR MAKE A CLAIM WHICH I 
MIGHT HAVE OR WHICH MIGHT SUBSEQUENTLY ARISE OR OCCUR AGAINST GWHA, INC..
