Riders must be 8 years of age or older on January 1, 2016 to compete in this horse show in any division except Leadline 7 & Under, 

Walk-Whoa 7 & Under, and Stick horse 5 & Under. 

Walk-Whoa: We will offer  three “Walk-Whoa” classes for children under the age of 7 and just beginning to show. These classes 

will be eligible for high-point awards. They will not be eligible for the saddle raffle.
